HOUSEHOLD RULES OF THE SHARK RIVER GOLF CLUB

INTRODUCTION

1.   Authority. The rules are in accordance with the Shark River Golf Club.

2.   Definition. “Member” is defined as any person, SANDF or civilian that has paid an entrance fee and membership fee for the specific year.

MEMBERSHIP

3.   Membership is available to any person of the SANDF or civilian member proposed on the appropriate forms, seconded by a paid-up member and approved by the committee.

4.   Honoury Membership and Honoury Colours may be presented and approved by the committee and confirmed by the Chairman.

MEMBERSHIP AND GREEN FEES
5.   Membership fees are payable by the 31st January for the period 1 February to 31 January.

6.   Membership fees are as follows:

a.   SANDF members will pay an annual membership fee of R500.00, civilian                 

      members R650.00, students R450.00 and juniors R300.00. Membership fees

      of serving committee members is waived for their term of duty. Committee 

      members resigning during their term will however repay the club at a prorate     

      rate

b.   SANDF members as well as civilian members will pay an entrance fee of 

      R600.00, students R500.00 and juniors R400.00. (The tabulated amounts include their swipe card). In the event of transferred members returning this fee may be waived. Members resigning from the club are eligible to repay an entrance fee when and if they rejoin the club.

c.   Only members affiliated to the South African Golf Association (SAGA) may participate in official club competitions. In the case of sponsored or fund raising events non members may participate if so stated and in accordance with the rules as tabulated on the entrance form.

7.   Green fees are as follows:

     a.   Members:

           i.   Adults – R30.00.

          ii.   Juniors – R20.00.

     b.   Visitors affiliated to the SAGA:

           i.   Adults – R70.00.

          ii.   Students – R50.00.

         iii.   Juniors – R30.00.

     c.   Visitors not affiliated to the SAGA:

           i.   Adults – R100.00.

          ii.   Students – R100.00.

         iii.   Juniors – R100.00.

8.   Competition fees R15.00.

9.   Membership fees include affiliation fees due to the South African Golf Association, Eastern, Eastern Province Golf Union, Eastern Cape Woman’s Golf Association and Business and Design software.

10.  Members who stay in arrears with membership fees after the end of February will forfeit their membership. The club will then no longer administer their handicaps and they will be placed on the EPGU defaulter list.

11.  Visitors and students must be able to produce their membership/student cards on request. Failing would result in paying the fee applicable to non affiliated members.

12.  Social membership is available to civilians provided that the member has been proposed and seconded by a fully paid up member on the applicable forms and approved by the committee.

CONTRIBUTIONS TO COMPETITIONS AND FUNCTIONS

13.  Requests for financial support iro fees for members competing for Shark River Golf Club may be submitted to the committee for consideration.

14.  The same rule applies to members attending formal functions on behalf of the club.

BAR

15.  Bar hours:
     a.   Mondays and Thursdays: 14:00 to 17:00.

     b.   Tuesdays: 10:00 to 16:00.

     c.   Wednesdays and Fridays: 10:00 to 20:00.

     d.   Saturdays and public holidays: 10:00 to 21:00.

     e.   Sundays and religious holidays: 11:00 to 15:00.

     f.   The bar will be closed on Good Friday and Christmas day.

     g.   Extended bar hours will only be granted by the controlling authority. If such permission is granted the rules and regulations pertaining to Log 17 pamphlet 5 (paragraphs 39, 40, 41, and 42) will be implemented.

16.  Price lists
     a.   Bar prices will be determined by the book keeper.

     b.   A price list will be displayed in the bar area.

     c.   The ministerial certificate, barman’s duty sheet and VAT implications will be displayed at a prominent place in the club area.

17.  Serving, supplying and use of alcohol
     a.   Alcohol may only be utilized in the club house.

     b.   Under no circumstances may alcohol be removed from the club complex.

     c.   All other rules pertaining to Log 17 pamphlet 5 will be observed.

ADMINISTRATION

18.  Property of the club
     a.   No moveable assets may be removed from the premises without prior authority from the committee.

     b.   Any loss/damage to property must immediately be reported to the committee.

19.  Day management will consist of the Chairman or Vice Chairman, Club Captain, Secretary, and Club Manager and will meet as and when required and will make decisions on behalf of the committee. Feed back iro decisions made will be given during the next committee meeting.

20.  Only drawings by cheque will be made. Requisitions for cheques must be signed by two of the three members appointed by the committee.

21.  Visitors book. A visitors book will be maintained whereby visitors will be signed in by a member. Visitors may not be signed in more than twice a month.

GENERAL

22. Discipline. The senior member present will be held responsible for maintaining discipline. The committee has the right to any disciplinary steps they feel fit to implement on the course as well as the clubhouse. An incident register must be maintained where all incidents are to be tabulated. The disciplinary committee, consisting of the day management committee and the member reporting the incident must meet within forty eight hours to resolve the incident. The findings will be written.  

23.   Dress.
     a.   In the clubhouse: Long or short trousers, shoes with socks and shirts with      

           collars is required. No sandals will be allowed in the bar or lounge area.

     b.   Golf course: Only acknowledged golf dress will be accepted. T-shirts or shirts 

           without collars, “joggers” , jeans or track suits will not be allowed.

24.  Gambling. No gambling will be allowed in the club.

25.  Use of club facilities by other units, organizations or bodies. Any other unit, organization or person wishing to make use of the club facilities must apply in writing

on the prescribed form.
26.  Security.  The club manager is responsible for the security of the clubhouse and contents.

27.  Allowances. An entertainment allowance of R300.00 per month is allocated to the Chairman and R150.00 per month to the Club captain respectively. The committee may from time to time amend these amounts during committee meetings or special occasions.

28.  Amendments.  The household rules may be amended by the committee during meetings. Such amendments are to be displayed in a prominent place inside the clubhouse for a period of thirty days.
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
